Registration

Registration is required for all attendees, spouses and guests. Convention Transcript – new submission process
You will receive a two-part form as your convention transcript.  Return the white copy of the transcript to the registration desk at the conclusion of your last attended session. Make sure your AIA membership number is clear and legible.  New this year: Attendees must keep the yellow copy for your records. (AIA Florida will not be sending a copy in the mail unless requested.)  This yellow copy is in lieu of certificates and is accepted by the State of Florida as proof of attendance and completion of continuing education.
CE Registration Procedure

To receive credit for CE sessions, you must complete an Evaluation/Sign-out Form at the end of each session. This form includes your signed affidavit that you attended the seminar for the entire duration. Remember to bring your AIA membership number.
Friendly Reminder about Reporting Your Hours

If you are an AIA member, AIA Florida will report your sessions to AIA National (only if you turn in a signed transcript, and evaluation forms for each session you attend). It may take several weeks before the credits appear on your National AIA Transcript.  If you are a non-member of AIA, the State of Florida accepts all nationally-approved AIA courses and your yellow transcript should be presented if you are audited as proof of attendance.

CE on Sunday!

Architects receiving 2015 Honor for Design awards will present their projects and discuss the award submission process during a one-hour panel discussion, followed by a two-hour advanced Florida Building Code session on Fenestration Mitigation.
