Grant applicants must complete the attached form. Attach additional sheets
as necessary to completely describe the program. Include a detailed recap of
estimated expenses and other available funding sources.

If awarded a grant, the applicant must properly credit the Foundation in
announcements and publications, and deliver copies of the publications,
program materials, etc., in both digital and printed format as agreed in the
terms of the grant.
