Honor & Design Awards FAQ
Design Awards
1. Where is the folder that used to be provided?

In an effort to be more sustainable, AIA Florida has changed to an ALL electronic format. All of your information should be included in the slide templates sent to you via email.
2. How many slides can I have for my project?

You should have between 10 and 20 slides.
3. Can I put more than one image on a slide?

Yes

4. How do I send you may project?

You should follow the directions on the instructions slide to upload your finished entry to the AIA Florida 2010 FTP site.
5. What if the name of the project is on the building and you can tell what the logo is?

Blur it out in a photo program on ALL pictures, renderings, sections, forms, etc. If AIA Florida receives an entry with the project name on it, part of your building will be blocked out to cover the identity.
6. What is the entry submittal deadline:

The deadline for the call for entries is Thursday, April 29, 2010.
7. Is the deadline a postmark deadline?

No – they must be uploaded to the AIA Florida FTP site by 11:59 PM on the due date, which is April 30, 2010 for project submittals.
8. Will there be an extension on the deadline?

No. If your entry is received late, it will be returned.

9. Can all of my entries go in one upload to the FTP site?

No. You should only upload one file at a time and the subject header should be your entry number.
10. What if the firm is the “Architect of Record?”

That is ok, as long as a member of the firm is an AIA Florida, AIA Puerto Rico, or AIA Virgin Islands member, and they have an office in the Florida/Caribbean region.

11. Why does the website tell me it is a “private registration?”
The information used to login to the registration MUST BE A MEMBER, and must use the information on their license. This is what AIA uses for their membership information, and therefore what the database is looking for. If someone is a member but the system is giving them a problem, tell them to fax in the downloadable form from the Design Award page.

Honor Awards

1. Is there a specific folder/binder I need for my entry?

2. What is my submission number?
There is not a submission number for the honor award entries. When you upload your entry to the FTP site, please use the nominee’s name in the subject line.

3. How do I submit my entry?

4. What is the entry submittal deadline:
